Thomas J. Owen A.W.S., N.W.S. 

Thomas J. Owen is a nation-
ally recognized painter in 
watercolor, oil and pastel 
media.  He has won over 50 
awards in National and Inter-
national exhibitions including 
the Mario Cooper & Dale 
Myers Medal from the 
American Watercolor Soci-
ety, the Rouse Gold Medal-

lion in the Adirondacks National Exhibition of Ameri-
can Watercolor, the Jurors Choice in the San Diego 
Watercolor Society International Exhibition, and Best 
of Show from both the Colorado Watercolor Society 
and the Society of Watercolor Artists.  His perspective 
on art is to paint his subjects in a manner that exhibits 
the best qualities of the media.  
  
Tom has been both an artist and a teacher for over 
twenty-five years, and he is as acclaimed for his teach-
ing ability as for his artwork.  He conducts workshops 
across the United States in watercolor and plein air 
painting.

Entry Rules Entry Fees 

Entry fees are non­refundable.  Make money order or 
personal check (drawn on a U.S. Bank) payable to Pikes 
Peak Watercolor Society. 
U.S. $35 for up to three entries, maximum 3 entries per 
artist.  Immediate $10 discount with PPWS member-
ship ($25 for up to three entries).  

Eligibility 

The exhibition is open to all artists 18 years of age or 
older. 
Paintings must be predominantly watermedia on paper, 
clay board, Yupo, illustration board, or watercolor can-
vas. 
Source material, including photographs, must be the 
artist's own.  Collage material must be painted by the 
artist. No computer generated art or prints are allowed. 
Work must not be more than three years old, and not 
previously shown in a PPWS Watermedia exhibition. 
Any work misrepresented by the images submitted may 
be rejected.  Prices may not be altered.  PPWS and juror 
reserve the right to remove or decline any art deemed 
unacceptable.  Accepted entries may not be removed or 
substituted for before the close of the exhibition.  

Use of Accepted Works  

Your entry grants PPWS and SDC permission to photo-
graph all accepted work for file, promotional, or cata-
log purposes. 

Presentation  

All works must be professionally presented, ready for 
hanging with wire and hardware in place. No saw tooth 
hangers.  Framed works that need protection should 
use only plexiglas (NO GLASS). 

Images 

You may submit slides or digital images (on CD with 
mailed entry or as attachments to a separate email) 
cropped or masked to image only.  

Slides 

Slides must be 2” x 2” cardboard 
or plastic mounted 35mm slides 
(no glass mounts).  Mark each 
slide as shown in the diagram.  
Only silver mylar tape may be 
used to mask slides, remounted 
inside of mount.  

Digital Images 

Submit digital images in .jpg format.  Recommended 
size 1200 pixels on the long edge, 300 ppi.  Name each 
file as follows: 
Painting Title, Size (hxw, in.), Lastname 1stinitial.jpg 
(e.g., American Gothic 29x24 Wood G.jpg)  
Save the image to CD and mail with entry, or email to 
Watermedia16@q.com.  Include Watermedia XVI Entry 
and your name in the email subject.  You must also mail 
in the completed form along with your payment and 
SASE; both must arrive by the entry deadline. 
 
PPWS will keep all CDs and any slides for works ac-
cepted to the exhibition. 

Shipping, Delivery 

Shipping costs will be handled by the artist.  Artist must 
provide a pre-paid return shipping label.  All paintings 
accepted for the exhibition must be shipped to arrive 
the week of August 3-7, 2009.

Improper 
crates may result in damage.  No loose materials (such 
as  peanuts).

Although the utmost care will be taken in handling 
slides and paintings, neither PPWS, PPWS representa-
tives, nor Sangre de Cristo Arts Center will be responsi-
ble  for damage or loss whatever the cause.  Artists are 
encouraged to carry their own insurance.
